     Kevin is a Ball State alumnus.  He rode in the Bike -a-

Thon from 1990-1994, during the dominant BKB years.  For-

mer IU BKBõs in the likes of Ryan Knapp and Isaac Neff have 

achieved much success in the cycling world but none like 

Kremke.  His resume is impressive; he was a Masterõs Na-

tional Track Champion for individual pursuit in 2005 as 

well as for the points race in 2008 and 2009. Other high-

lights include 2nd place in the Masterõs National Champi-

onship road race and 12th in the Elite Criterium Champio-

inships in Downerõs Grove, IL.  He also qualified for the 

Olympic Trials road race in Beijing in 2008.  

     In his life off the track he is a successful VP of a gas and 

electricity company.  He resides in Houston, TX along with 

his  wife Beth, who is very supportive of his training and 

dedication to the sport.  

     We had a chance to catch up with Kevin and reminisce 

about the past.  Hereõs what he had to say: 

 

 

SM: What were your best or worst memories from the college riding days?  

 

KK: There are so many great memories from my college racing days.  Certainly at the top of the list are 

the Black Key Bullsõ days of domination at the Bike-a-Thon.  Winning the regional TTT was another great 

moment.  Generally though, I just have a lot of great memories of training with the team and traveling to 

races on a shoestring budget.  

 

SM: What prompted you to continue cycling after college?  

 

KK: I really just kept up with cycling to stay in somewhat decent shape and to postpone the inevitable 

middle age weight gain.  Somehow though, I have actually gotten better every year.  One big thing about 

bike racing is how important experience is to being successful.  I learn something every single race that I 

can apply to the next race.   

 

SM: When did you start track cycling?  

 

KK: I didnõt start track racing until 2003.  We are lucky to have a track here in Houston. Itõs not the greatest 

facility, but itõs better than nothing. 

 

SM: Ridden against any big -namers? Any good stories?  

 

KK: I have definitely ridden against some big name riders...Armstrong, Hincapie, Nothstein, and virtually 

all of the domestic proõs at one time or another.  I have a lot of cool stories collected over the years, but a 

recent one is my ride at the annual Tour de Gruene 2 -man team time trial last fall.  I partnered up with 

John òCollegeó Korioth, who did the race with Lance Armstrong in 2008.  Our goal was to break the 

course record that òCollegeó and Lance set the prior year.  We came to within 35 seconds of hitting their
